Diego Rivera Activity 

 

Materials Needed: 

Card Stock 

Cutouts of Them – they may look like paper dolls but I would not call them paper dolls.  

There are boy and girl people on paper which are to represent them. 

Material cut into smaller pieces 

Glue Stick 

Markers or Crayons 

Scissors 

(The last 3 materials the students should have & I feel would be easier to do in their 

classroom) 

 

Steps for Creating Art Project: 

1. Diego Rivera was famous for his paintings making a political statement about the 

world.  He felt he could change the world by painting a picture.  Brainstorm about 

things in the world that you wish you could change: stop the war, cure a disease, 

give food to the hungry, end pollution, etc. 

2. The students are to draw a picture of what they would like to change.  They can 

use words such as “End Pollution” and a picture.  They then take the paper person 

and they can cut material for their people.  I have the material all cut in small 

squares but they can draw on the material and cut it.
